~TREASURE BOX Project ( Minamisanriku, Japan )~

Two years have already passed since the tragic
East Japan earthquake. The livelihoods of most
of the people who lost their homes, jobs and
families remain unsecured.

Minamisanriku is a resort town in Miyagi, Japan
located near a coastline of wooded islands and
mountainous inlets. Minamisanriku was totally
destroyed by the Japanese 2011 tsunami. Most
buildings were swept away by waves of 16
meters (52 ft) or higher and over half the town's
population remain missing and are assumed
dead.

Here are the facts: in the days immediately following the disaster, only the very tallest buildings
remained standing and roughly half of the population was unaccounted for; In the first week,
9,700 inhabitants were confirmed alive and evacuated. In late June 2011, according to the
Kahoku Shinpou newspaper, a total of 1,206 were recorded as dead or missing. There are now
2,195 temporary housing units in Minamisanriku.
